 Understanding of Decompression tables. 

 Familiarisation of the DDC system and operator use  

 Practical operation of the DDC including procedures & drills

Who Should Attend 

Divers, supervisors, ALST’s, or personnel holding a recognised diving industry qualification. 
 

Entry Requirements  

All attendees must have completed a formal dive training / ALST or other recognised course and 

have a understanding of diving physics, physiology and basic physics calculations – potential    del-

egates will require to submit their CV for review and assessment for suitability for the course. 
 

Course Assessment and Certification 

There will be a written examination and ongoing / final practical assessment. Delegates who have    

successfully completed and passed the examination and assessment will be awarded with KBA Training 

competency certificate.  
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
